The applicant shall provide proof of application for all
required state and federal permits at the time of submission. All required state and federal permits must be
obtained prior to recording of the approved plan and/or the issuance of a building permit.

(ii) For applications which include an Administrative Subdivision, those items on the checklist for an
Administrative Subdivision, with the exception of evidence of state or federal permits. The applicant shall
provide proof of application for alf required state and federal permits at the time of submission. All required
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state and federal permits must be obtained prior to recording of the approved plan.

(iii} For applications which include a Minor Land Development or Minor Subdivision, those items on
the Preliminary Plan checklist, with the exception of evidence of state or federal permits. Subsequent to

Preliminary Plan approval, the applicant must submit, as part of an application, those items included in the
checklist for a Final Plan, with the exception of evidence of state or federal permits. The applicant shall provide
proof of application for all required state and federal permits at the time of each application submission. All
required state and federal permits must be obtained prior to the Final Plan approval.
