At a REGULAR SESSION of the Town Council of the Town of South Kingstown, County of

Washington, in the State of Rhede Island held at the Town Hall, in and for said Town ¢n the 23rd
day of April, 1997 at 7:30 PM.

VOTED: to adopt amendments to Article 11 of the Zoning Crdinance of the Town of Sauth
Kingstown entitted: “Public Zoning Districts,” which limits the use of land in Public (P) zoning
districts to public activities only by permitting health care institutions and grovides for review and
approval of long range master plans for physical development of such institutions within a Public
zone; and that a petition for Zoning Map amendments be granted which changes the current
zoning of portions of land owned by South County Hospital, Inc., further described as a portion
of Lot 122 on Assessor's Map 64-1, approximately 12.8 acres, from a Residential R10 zone o a
Public (P) zone. .This-changes the Hospital's current status as a non-conforming use 0 a
permttted use; applicatior for South County Hospital, Inc., 100 Kenyon Avenue, Wakefield, Rl
02879 is by Philip E. Tracy, Vice-FPresident. Said amendments are in accordance with a letter
from the Planning Board dated April 16, 1997 and include the “Findings of Fact,” “Cansistency
with the Comprehensive. Plan’ and “Consistency with Zoning” as. follows: -

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. This application requests that the 12. 8 acres portion of A.P. 64-1, Lot 122 currently zoned
-R-10 be rezoned to Public.;

2. The present faciiities of South County Hospital are currently a pre-existing, non-conforming
usa located in an R-10 zone. Lot 122, however is split within-two zoning districts, R-10 and
Pubiic. It is the Hospital's request that all ¢f Lot 122 be zoned o a Public zoning district:

3. The proposed amendments to Article 11 will make South County Hospital a permitted use

within a Public zoning district, and will provide a more comprehensive rewew and approval
process for future development of the Hospital campus; and,




4, South County Hospital's Mission Statement is "the purpose of this non-profit corporation
shall be to cperate and maintain a community general hospital and allied facilities and to
take such measures as shall be necessary to improve and maintain the health and well
being of the residents of and visitors to Southem Rhode Island”. The Board finds that the
Hospital is a community asset which should be permitted to graw in a manner which will
minimize impacts on adjacent residential property.

CONSISTENCY WITH THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

The Planning Board finds that the petition is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan. The
Comprehensive Plan designation for this property is Govemment and Institutional, as indicated
on Map 2.4 of the Land Use Element. The Govermnment and Institutional zone designation
includes major land hoidings of local, State and Federal governments or their agencies, and major
semi-public institutions. It also includes land of South County Hospital. The purpose of this
district is to recognize the extent of pubic and semi-public land holdings and to provide guidance
to utilization of these lands should they be sold or otherwise transferred to private ownership. In
addition, it states that any significant use of land in the areas shown within this classification for

proprietary purposes shall require rezoning to an appropriate zoning district and shall be subject
to zoning review by the Town.

CONSISTENCY WITH ZONING
The Planning Board finds that the proposed Zoning Map amendment recognizes and takes into

account the following applicable purposes of zoning as stated in the Rhode Isiand Zoning
Enabling Act of 1991:

1. Promating the public heaith, safety, and general welfare;

2. Providing for a range of uses and intensities of use appropriate to the character of the city
ar town and reflecting current and expected future needs;

3. Providing for orderly growth and development which recognizes:
(a) The goals and patterns of land uses contained in the comprehensive plan of the city
or town adopted pursuant to Title 45, Chapter 22.2 of the RIGL;

(8) The availability and capacity of existing and planned public services and facilities;

4. Promoting a high level of quality in design in the development of private and public facilities:
and.

5. Promoting implementation of the South Kingstown Comprehensive Plan adopted pursuant o
Title 45, Chapter 22.2 of the RIGL,;

and subject to the following conditions:
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Conditions of Zone Change Approval

Alternative Access/Egress Analvsis

The South County Hospital shall evaluate the development of an alternative Access/Egress to the
Hospital Campus. Said evaluation shall include review of several access alternatives involving
property currently owned by the State of Rhode Island and used for the South Bound On-Ramp
to Route 1 from Sait Pond Road and property owned by the Town of South Kingstown located
oetween the Route 1 Right of Way and the land of South County Hospital. Access/egress
alternatives shall inciude but not limited to variations of the following design factors:

Closure of the Route 1 On-Ramp.

+ Development of a municipal frontage road (one or two way traffic movement) to provide
—ospital accass to Sait Pond Road.

- Development of a Route 1 South Egress from South County Hospital Property

Maintain the Route 1 On-Ramp.

+  Deveiopment of a frontage road. along the existing On-Ramp, to the South County Hospital
property.

+ Cevelopment of a Route 1 South Egress. from the South County Hospital Property via the
Town owned property or off the existing On-Ramp.

The South County Hospital also agrees to prepare, at its sole expense, the necessary Traffic
Studies and Road Design Engineering Plans for conceptual approval discussions with officials of
the RIDOT in order to develop solution(s) which are mutually agreeable to the Hospital and the
Town. If determined to be feasible by RIDOT, such aptions shail be submitted to the Planning
Board for review and comment within one (1) year of Master Plan approval. If approved by the
Planning Board as an amendment to the original 5-year Master Plan, such plans shall then be
supmitted to applicable State and/or Federal agencies for construction permits. All new access
construction shall be completed within the original S5-year Master Plan approval period.

Shculd no viable salution for alternative access be approved by State and/or Federal agencie?s.
no further construction, other than those listed in the approved Master Plan, that will add trarffic

to Kenyon Avenue or contiguous strests, will be permitted by the Town in subsequent renewals
or amendments to the Master Plan.

ARTICLE 11

PUBLIC ZONING QISTRICTS

AMEND:

Section 1100 - Creation of Pubiic Zoning Districts

There shall be a Public Zoning District (P) which shatl ce shown on the Official Zoning
Map. The Public District is established as a district in wnich the land is owned by Federai,
State or Municipal govemments, or agencies thereof and heaith care insttutions. The cnly
uses permitted in a Public Zoning District are the use of land or swuctures or both oy the
United States govemment, the State of Rhode Istand or Town of South Kingstown aor any
agency thereof in the exercise of a govermmental funcdon. _or a heaith care institution
orovided that such hezith care institution and its accassorv uses shail first be aboroved by

the Flanping Board 3s 2 Maier Land Deveiopment Proiect subiect to the requirements of
Section 1102,

Section 111 - Change of Use

Shouild the tiile or any interest in any land located in a Pubiic District be transferred to a
person other than a Federal, State ar Municipal govemment or agency thereof, no use
ather than that permitted by this Article shall be permitted until such land is rezoned by the
Town Council in aczardance with the Comprehensive Community Plan to an appropriate
Zoning District compatible with surrounding uses, and according to the procedure for

amendment specified in Article 18. This secticn shail not apgiv to heaith care institutions
soecified under Secijon 1102 helow.

Sectdon 1102 - Heaith Care Institutions

A. Permitted Useas -

1. Nen-Profit Hospitat (as licansed by the State of Rhede Istand Generai Laws
Sec. 23-15-2), including,

2. Uses accassory thereto such as medical clinic, medical laboratory, medicai
suppiy house, ambulance service, emergency treatment center, medical
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waste and other waste storage (in compliance with appiicable laws), hospital
staif offices, doctors and nurses quarters, hospital administrative offices,
restaurant or cafeteria for the hospital's use, limited support retail nomally
associated with a hospital (git shop, inciuding books and periadicals,

greeting cards, stationery, florist), day care center, apothecary (drug stere),
aptical shops, and

3. Private office or clinic lecated on land cwned by a licensad hospiial for heaith
care providers who are affiliated with such hospital, such as physicians.
dentists, physical therapists, rehabilitation medicine speciaiists, mental
health providers, other medical specialists and the fike, and

4, Parking, loading and emergency vehicle accass for the axciusive use of the
hospital and warehousing of medical supplies and equipment, and

3. Helistop (not inciuding service and maintenanca) for the rapid evacuation of
the acutely il or injured patients and for the reception of il or injured patients
from both local and offshare Iecations.

Note: Space used for a helistop shall not be counted towards the minimum
required parking.

s - Signs far Heaith Care institutions in Public Zoning Districts shall be

governed by the following:

There shall be no more than four (4) freastanding signs lccated along
adjacent streets © identify health care institutions. maijor buitdings,
entrances/exits, usas or activities. The top of such sign shall not be
more than eignt (8) feet above the ground, and shall nat exceed an
area af thirty-six (36) sa. it. per side.

There may be one wall-mounted or freestanding sign for each

- principal building of, if part of a larger complex of buildings, one wall-

mounted or freestanding sign for each maijor wing or section of the
complex. For institutions having less than 200,000 sq. ft. of GFA,
there shall be a maximum of eight (8) such wall-mounted or
freestanding signs. For insttutions having 200,000 sa. ft. or greater
GFA, there shail te one sdditional wall-mounted sign or freastanding
sign permitted for azcn 50,000 sq. it. GFA above 200,000 sq. ft. The
maximum size of each wail-mounted sign or ireestanding sign shatl
be thirty-six (36) sg. &t

In addition to the above wall-mounted signs or freestanding signs,
there may be one (1) wail-mounted sign identifying each building
entrance primarily providing access for emergency {reatment or
ambuianca service, not to exceed one hundred ten (110) sq. ft. in
area.

Sighs may be either wall-mounted or freestanding.
Signs may be iifuminated or indirectly iiluminated.

The provisions of Secdon 811- Sians Pronibited in All Zoning Districts
shail aoply.

The provisicns of Secdon 880 - Cff-Site Directional Sians shall apply.

The provisions of Section 810.E regarding on-site instructionai of
directional signs shail aopiy, provided that there shall be no maximum
number of signs for 2ach applicable activity and that wail-mounted -
signs shall not exceed six {6) sq. it. and freestanding signs shall nct
exceed twelve (12) sa. ft. per side.
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Master Plan Requirement All health care institutons shalt file a Master Plan with
the Planning Board, which shall pe in compliance with the use and dimensional
requirements of this Ordinance and the Town's Camprehensive Flan and ‘which
shall be aporoved by hie Planning Board as a Maijor Land Development Project.

1. Purpose: A Masier Plan is required to promote the arderly growth and
development cf insitutions while preserving neighborhoad character. The
Master Plan shall be a statement, in text, Maps, ilustrations, or other media
of cammunicaten that is designed to provide a nasis far rational decision
making regarding the long term pnysical development of the institution. The
plan shall incluce an implementation element which defines and schedules
for a period of ive (5) years or mare, the specific public actions 0 be
undertaken in arder ‘o achigve the goals and objectives of the pian.

2. Filing Requirements: Heaith Care Instifudons shal file with the Planning
Board a Master Plan within six (8) months ‘oflowing the adopton of this
ordinance. Said institudon shail review its Master Plan five (5) vears
tailowing the first approvai. and avery five (€} vears nereafter (regaraless of
any intervening changes) to determine if any changes are neing considered
or proposed. [f changes are not praposed. the institution shatl nctify the
Planning Ecard in wriing that the current Master Plan is valid for ancther five
(5) years. The Maser Blan may ce amended by the institution notmore than
wo (2) times within any fve (5) year tenm and such amendment shall be
submitted aot less ihan six months prior 10 any nianned construction of a
new ouilding, any addition to an exisdng building which wiil increase the size
of such existing ouilding by 500 square feet GFA. of the demalition ot any
existing buiiding.

3. Review and Agproval: A Master Plan shail be subject to ihe procedure for
review and apcroval set sorth in the Subdivision and Land Development
Requlations of 118 Town of South Kingstown, Aricie V, C. 4. Majer Land

Development.

Master Plan Contents: The Maszer Plan shail. at 3 minimum, centain the foilowing:

1. Mission siatement i the hosoital. inciucing s relationship with he
neighborneed and community in which itis snysically situated.

2. A tist of ail exising auildings swnec of ieased by the hospital, with the
foilowing informadan. arovided in iabular zorm. using the foilowing as coiumn
headings:

Statement of ten year goals and five year objectives and means and
approaches through which such goals and objectives may be reached.

Circulation plan indicating existing and proposed vehicular access,
nedestrian sidewalks and general circulation layout of the campus. The
Circulation Plan shail be prepared by a registered Traffic Engineer selected
by mutual agreement of the Town and applicant, and paid for by the
applicant. The Circulation Plan shail address on- and off-site impacis on
adjacent streets and is required to examine aitemative access scenarios. In
addition, the plan shall address the adequacy of an-site fraffic circulation,
parking and loading, sidewalk/pedestrian circuladon, delivery, and
emergency access and related circulation issues.

Proposed changes in land haldings of the institution inciuding property to be
sold, proposed street(s) to be abandoned, and new streets and driveways to
be established including private rights-of-ways.

Propased changes in land use within the nospital's campus and grounds.

Proposed capital improvements inciuding new stuctures, additions ‘o
existing structures, parking garages, parking lots, driveways, access roads,
and landscaped areas or buffers. Major repairs that affect the building
andfor campus grounds shali be included. The plan shall, at a minimum,
identify the location of such improvements (on a map of the campus), the
footprint and exterior dimensions of any new structure, heighit in stories and
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feet, proposed uses, including primary and accessory uses, parking and
loading to suppart such uses, and landscaped buffers.

Far any new building or addition to an existing building that has building
plans, including scaled plans and elevations, such plans and drawings shail
be included in the Master Plan. For building pians, inciuding additions to
existing buildings, that are in the conceptual planning stages and
architectural drawings are not available at the time of submission of the
Master Plan, the Planning Board shail require, as a condition for approval of
the Master Plan, that when such architecturai drawings are prepared, they
shail be submitted for Development Plan Review, in accordance with Section
333 of the Zoning Crdinance.

-Proposed demolition of any building, structure, parking garage, parking lot,

ar any other campus facility.

A parking plan that shows the lacaticn of all parking on and off the campus.
The plan shall ideniify: the number of parking spacss that exist and the
number that are required; the location of new spaces required as a resuit of
any proposed development; and, other information deemed appropriaie.

The Master Plan shail contain text and maps to facilitate the review process.

A copy of the Cartificate of Need, required as a precondition to ficensure of
any new or additional premises on the hospital campus, in accordance with
Rhode Island General Laws Section 23-15, as amended, and the rules and
reguiations gromuigated by the Director of Health for the State of Rhode
Island, shall be attached to the Master Plan.

Conditional agreement for payment in lieu of taxes (PILOT) with regard to
far-profit enterprises of the heaith care institution, if applicable.

Application filing fee, to be established by the Town Council from time {0
time.
